OF THE BOROUGH OF BLOOMINGDALE

Authorizing the Borough to file an application in Passaic County Superior Court to amend its affordable housing Consent Order as it relates to Block 5105, Lot 14.01
WHEREAS, the Borough of Bloomingdale previously entered into a Consent Order and a contract for the sale of 28 +/- acres formerly known as the “Meer Tract” in accordance with the Borough’s third round affordable housing plan; and
WHEREAS, the Borough planned on retaining approximately 12 acres of land; and 
WHEREAS, the Borough seeks to request the consent of Fair Share Housing and the Court in the event it wishes to sell and develop the remaining land in order to support a more viable development and to adequately plan for the future of the Borough.  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that in an effort to continue to redevelop the “Meer Tract” and the accessory lots, the Borough Attorney is authorized to make an application to the Court to obtain the flexibility in its affordable housing plan, if it so chooses, to enter into a contract, subject to public hearing, in accordance with the law, for the sale and development of the additional 12 acres and up to an additional 74 age restricted senior housing units and up to 320,000 of industrial/office use, if the Council believes that such is in the best interest of the Borough.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that if the Consent Order is entered by the Court under Passaic Docket No. PAS-L-2360-15, it shall require the Borough and any subsequent owner of the property to comply with the Court Order in a manner consistent with the Borough’s affordable housing plan and settlement.  
This Resolution shall take effect immediately.
